The purpose of the essay contest is to 
promote the continuing education of the graduating 
youth in the area.  In addition, the NAACP is making 
many efforts to encourage all Albemarle-Charlottesville 
Youth to pursue and complete higher levels of 
education, and attempting to renew the spirit of the 
NAACP in the youth of the area. 
Serious Applicants Must: 

• Write an essay on the topic “Why is the NAACP 
Still Relevant Today?” 

• Be a graduating high school senior who has been 
an active member of the Albemarle-
Charlottesville community  

• Present evidence of admittance to a 2 or 4-year 
college, university, or trade school 

• Plan to enroll full time this application year 
• Demonstrate high academic achievement 

maintaining a minimum grade point average of 
2.75. 

NAACP Scholarship Program: 
 The scholarship deadline is April 16th, and 
finalists will be notified by May 14th.  Scholarship 
finalists will be recognized for their achievements at 
the NAACP Scholarship Program in late May, where 
they will read their essays. 
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Scholarship Application Packets will include… 
 

Application 
Complete a paper or electronic application 

and return it to the Albemarle-
Charlottesville NAACP. 

Essay 
The essay will address the topic, “Why is 

the NAACP still relevant today, and contain 
a minimum or 300 words. 

Transcripts 
This will include any and all courses taken as 

part of the High School course of study. 
Admittance Letter 

Applicants must submit a letter of 
admittance, and or a letter or intent to 

attend a 2 or 4 year college, university, or 
trade school.
